Georgia:  (Setting an intent.)

Energy meditation.   
The Ones:  Well, we are glad to continue our experiment of using the internet, the telephone, RecordPad, and our energy, our intent, to join together, to connect our fields and many other fields in this world and beyond.  It is really a 3D demonstration of what is happening on other levels.  There is so much communication possible when one is tuned in, when one is connected in ways that are for the best benefit of all.  One does not necessarily want to receive all messages. It’s confusing.  It is like ___ so one has a selective process.  Now, as one cultivates this generation of fundamental energy or unconditional love energy, as we like to call it, one is, in a sense, setting the station which will comfortably resonate with one's intent, one's perspective.  Your whole energy field is like an antennae receiving many bits of information and sending many bits of information.  One does not usually consider one's energy field as being part of one's being because it is somewhat invisible, usually, to the 3D eyes.  Yet it is there.  It is an integral part of yourself.

It is very connected to your spirit, less dense, an easier path of connection, generally speaking.  So, here we are, using our energy fields and the technology of the telephone, the internet, a tape recorder.  It is an interesting combination.  It is fitting for connecting the 3D world with other worlds, one might say.  

Now, there was a question of what we were considering a few dialogues ago in expressing the idea of our sending energy into the World Wide Web, connecting more with your reality.  Can we really do that?  Can we connect with the wider audience?  It is possible.  Now, Denis is doing interesting things in typing the energy into words and into the computer network.  It is not bound by particular websites in this way.  It is flowing through the whole system to some extent.  This should not be surprising.  It is just an interesting perspective to consider.  

Well we will encourage you to come back and share and integrate.

Denis:  I was typing while listening to The Ones on the phone, so I was holding the phone to my ear with my shoulder and using both hands to type what they were saying.  That wasn't easy!  I tried earlier to hook up my speaker phone, but that was silent...  So I had to do it this way.
Ed:  While I was sitting here waiting for Georgia to get the process going, I just sat here and started my own communication and meditation and in that process I think I was duplicating some of the stuff that’s involved with making direct contact.  It was reminiscent of past experiences where I was having this internal dialogue and getting feedback in …not words of sounds, but words in my head …such as when I was doing The Monroe Gateway, and I was developing this in a way that took into account a lot of loose ends.  It had even to do with psychiatric patients who hear voices, and understanding that if a person’s human body system had antennae that would bring in these voices but the rest of them was not able to integrate or put them into a 3D perspective easily, and readily, and as a matter of fact do wind up in psychiatric hospitals.  So, what this is doing for me is, I think, opening a door of understanding which is perhaps long overdue, but perhaps not.  Perhaps, it is in time.  So anyhow, there’s a whole new Ed Pearson on the horizon that has a …second Ed Pearson.  

Denis:  Good.

Georgia:  That was pretty interesting.

Ed:  I thought so.  

Denis:  That’s wonderful.

Georgia:  It’s like The Ones were talking about what you were doing.

Ed:  Exactly.  I think we need a 48 hour day, 24 isn’t enough.  Have a 3D day and an everywhere else day.  Well, this is quite a thing that happened this morning.  I think this is sort of like a major shift entirely.

Denis:  I’m back (after finishing up the typing) and still feeling the energy, by the way.

Georgia:  Me too.
