      Georgia:  (Setting an intent.)

      Energy meditation.

Well, we speak ….a voice for this collective activity, particularly what we can feel -- this on-going, accelerating, connection …with more and more parts of creation, consciously.  There are many times when you will feel the acceleration of this energy throughout your day and night, and perhaps some words will come to you, perhaps some visions will come to you, perhaps some knowingnesses, some intuitions, for this energy does carry information as it assists in jumpstarting the creations that are touched, that are resonated with.  

Now, as we continue to strengthen our personal ability to resonate with this energy, to generate more of this energy, we do shift, we do change and develop, coming into a somewhat different lifestyle, a lifestyle that is more in tune with your fundamental identity, your talents, your interests, your goals in your life.  So you are less adrift, more focused, more supportive of that which would be for the best benefit of all, knowing that you do not always know what that might be, but maintaining your intent, your desire, to assist, whatever that would be, does bring you closer to that goal, does bring you more awareness of how to live in tune with this goal.  

This repetitive activity, as we have said before, is never the same, although there are similarities.  The energy strengthens each time on the inside and the outside.  It is gradual. It is comfortable, so you do not have a great dramatic contrast from one day to the next.  And yet, if one looks back over the months or years, one can see the development in oneself, in the fields outside of oneself, so to speak. Georgia:   The Ones seem to tune into what they think is needed to support this whole process. It’s the contrast that seems to point up what’s happened.  It’s more of a flowing with something, and somehow it keeps strengthening and deepening, nourishing.  It’s a different way to live as they’ve said.  We’re so used to being goal oriented, a tangible 3D kind of a goal.  So if the goal is a process, that’s different, rather than a product.   Of course they’ve stressed that all along – it’s not so much what you’re doing but how you’re doing it.  It’s definitely a different perspective.  Education seems to focus on tests and various kinds of products, rather than the process of learning how to learn, or to figure things out, access information, product oriented. 
When you’re process oriented I think you tend to go slower, and you’re more into this smooth and flowing feel to your life, so I think one can be more receptive to inputs, more flexible or flexibly responsive to the unexpected.  I guess it’s being in the moment more, noticing more, and less functioning on a pre-programmed pattern, more tuned into the individuality of the moment, probably more receptive to guidance, more alert.  I guess it’s our job to figure out how to integrate this kind of lifestyle into our lives where we have previously used different ways of functioning.

Denis:  A comment?

Georgia:   Yes, “It’s fine”  and it has that kind of effect, I think, to put one into a process mode rather than a product mode, or a non-negatively judgmental place which I think promotes the flowing of life rather than putting a block up of some judgment, fear, or some small emotion.  How do you get to saying that?

Denis:  That’s how I feel … allowing that.  It’s based on living with eleven people.  Everything’s fine - whatever they want to do.  Life is big, you know.  In the beginning, God differentiated himself, and in the end, all these things are going to come back together, so what happens in between is really kind of irrelevant because everybody is going to grow, and evolve, and be in this process of living and living and living and living and living again, and eventually we’re going to merge into the oneness that The Ones talk about, so everything is fine.  That’s the process.  And it’s a fine process, so everything is fine.
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
