The Ones:  Well, we again consciously acknowledge our energetic connection.  We are, in a sense, in sync in this energy-building activity.  And this synchronization is blending with other fields, creating an on-going resonance.  

Now, as we continue, we gain a closer connection to other parts of existence.  There is a kind of harmonizing, let’s say.  And, although we may not speak the same formal verbal language, we can connect in our energetic language, so to speak.  And through this connection we can communicate many things.  We can communicate support, cooperation, a recognition of this greater building, conscious awareness, of fundamental energy, and our connections to it.  There is a kind of reassurance, a centeredness, a secure foundation from which to live that we gain through our sense of connection, through this energy field.

Now, although we often focus on the outside connections of this field, there are also the inside connections as well, the sense of uniting all parts of one’s being to function more efficiently, more powerfully, in this collective manner.  And of course ultimately, as we continue these connections – outwardly and inwardly – we develop this very deep profound connection to the Oneness.  We can reach it inwardly and outwardly.  And of course we are all immersed in this energy field. Having awareness of this field brings us in closer contact, consciously, to our very fundamental identity.  And stretching it further, we realize our fundamental identity is truly a collective identity.  Even though we have a personal slant on this collective, it is all connected, again and again, utilizing these different facets of creation, ultimately for the benefit of the whole.

 Karen:  I found it interesting that they went into the fact that our fundamental identity is a collective identity, and that goes along with what I’ve been reading lately.  It’s getting away from I - I to We -We. So it’s definitely …that’s the way we’re being shown to consider for the greatest good of all.

Denis:  I was thinking about what you said about fundamental energy, and isn’t our fundamental identity that of our creator – God. Isn’t that our fundamental identity, and if that’s true from that we can be identified with anything.

Karen:  And I think it was put very well about facets because we’re all facets of the divine mind or the One energy.  We have these personalities and individual bodies.  I think that’s what is confusing to people to understand that, and to deal with that.  At the same time we have that over understanding that all of this is One.  I think it helps us not to take anything personally, because anything that’s coming up is us in different guises.

Denis:  They like to use the word “multifaceted” and what you’re saying is that implicit in the multifacetedness is that underlying Oneness, so if things seem multifaceted, we can get to a point where we see the integrated unity beyond all of that.  It’s multifaceted but that also implies Oneness behind that if one is grounded in that.  So even though they talk about multifacetedness, I’m sure that they have this underlying sense of Oneness.

Georgia:   I think this was a little different this evening when they said our fundamental identity was a collective, because previously they have spoken about our fundamental identity being our Spirit - I think in order to stretch us beyond our 3D sense of who we thought we were, and they have repeatedly used that phrase.  Now, they’re wanting us to stretch again, that really our more fundamental identity is collective.

So my sense is that we have the advantages of our individual facets with our individual abilities, and perspectives, and creations that can benefit the whole, and, we have the connection of the whole to draw on the strength of the whole at the same time, so it’s like having the best of both worlds when one can appreciate both perspectives.
